The Art Award is given to a high school senior adhering to a high level of artistic accomplishment.  The basic criteria are participation and excellence. See Portfolio Requirements.
Niagara PAL Theater Award

The Drama Award is given to a high school senior adhering to a high level of theatrical accomplishment.  The basic criteria are participation and excellence. See Audition Requirements.
Niagara PAL Instrumental Music Award

The Instrumental Music Award is given to a high school senior adhering to a high level of musical accomplishment.  The basic criteria are participation and excellence.  See Audition Requirements.
Niagara PAL Vocal Music Award
